WHEN GOD IS SILENT

* This is one of the most controversial
aspects of the question of God’s
authority.

that applies to communication in general
(Jn. 5:19, 30).

 To act when God is silent is to “go beyond” what
He has said (Deut. 12:32; Prov. 30:6; Josh. 1:6-7;
1 Cor. 4:6; 2 Jn. 9; Rev. 22:18-19).
