It is possible when even basic needs are unmet (Phil. 4:12; LKk.
12:23; Jn. 4:32-34).

Ingratitude and covetousness are its opposites.

Thess. 2:12; Lk. 9:25; Psa. 16:5; 73:26).

» [t is not a lack of awareness of want (Phil. 4:11-
12; 2 Cor. 12:10).

|t is not a disdain of blessings (1 Tim. 4:4-5).
