(Phil. 1:27-30).

• Paul gives several examples to inspire right thinking
(Phil. 2:5-30).

• The right thinking allows us to more easily let go
(Phil. 3:4-8).

• There is always work to do here (Phil. 3:12-13).
• But the right thinking keeps us moving in the right direction 

(Phil. 3:15-17).
• Paul closes with one more illustration of the kind of 

thinking we need to have (Phil. 4:10-18).
