The goal of confession is forgiveness (1 Jn. 1:9).

It is about relationship reconciliation (Matt. 18:15-20;
5:23-24).

It iIs accompanied by a commitment to change
(Lk. 17:3-4).

We also confess so as to receive help and comfort
(Jas. 5:16).



PUBLIC CONFESSION

Ceremonial confession is not Biblical.
“Coming forward” is a tradition of men.

We have no desire to make a sin any more public
than it already is (Matt. 18:15-20).
